IN THE LIFE Nominated for GLAAD Media Award 

 
 
NEW YORK, January 22, 2008 – Three-time Emmy-nominated series, IN THE LIFE, 
documenting the people and issues shaping the gay experience, was nominated for this 
year's GLAAD (Gay & Lesbian Alliance Against Defamation) Media Award for its 16th 
Season Premiere story, "A Church Divided." 

In the company of "60 Minutes" (CBS), "20/20" and "Family Secrets" (ABC), and 
"MSNBC" (NBC), IN THE LIFE is the only public television broadcast program to receive 
a nomination.  In addition, IN THE LIFE'S Executive Producer, Dan Hunt, received a 
nomination for his documentary, "Cruel and Unusual: Transgender Women in Prison.” 

“IN THE LIFE has a long history of taking on important, provocative stories,” said Hunt.  
“I’m thrilled that GLAAD is recognizing us this year.  For my work as an independent 
filmmaker, I was excited that a mainstream network like Women’s Entertainment (WE) 
chose to broadcast CRUEL AND UNUSUAL.  I’m honored that it too is nominated for a 
GLAAD Award.” 

Nominated by GLAAD using four criteria (Fair, Accurate and Inclusive Representations; 
Boldness and Originality; Impact; and Overall Quality), A Church Divided explores the 
growing debate within the Anglican Communion over homosexuality and traditional 
biblical interpretation; a dispute threatening to tear the American Episcopal Church from 
the worldwide body.
